Drainage Cell - Mona Vale

	This project was completed late 2003 at Pittwater Place, Mona Vale. The project involved using 6000 m2 of 30mm Atlantis Drainage Cells under the concrete slab that was to make up the basement car park. This was done because the water table was only a little over a meter from the base of the slab. The Drainage Cells disperse any rising water to discharge points on the side of the car park hence relieving any hydrostatic pressure and possible damage to the concrete. 
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	Before: Cells are laid onto geotextile, which is placed directly onto the soil. The Plastic is then pulled over the Drainage Cells.
	After: Concrete poured over Drainage Cells to make the basement level car park.
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	Cross section of all 3 stages: the geotextile fabric on the bottom, followed by 30mm Atlantis Drainage Cells and finally the plastic over the top.
