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Infiltration Tank - North Ryde

This infiltration tank in North Ryde, Sydney, shows how Atlantis systems can be used in a domestic application. The following photos detail how simple the system is to install and a step-by-step guide is given from start to finish.
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Step 1. Geotextile is rolled out and prepared to be placed at the base and sides of the tank. Tank modules are prepared at the side of teh tank so they can be quickly put ino the pit.

Step 2. Tank Modules are laid into pit on top of the geotextile layer, making sure they are oriented correctly.
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Step 3. Tank modules are installed to make up the structure of teh tank.

Step 4. Tank Modules being lifted into the tank. Tank Modules must be arranged according to plans; here they are laid in two rows.
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Step 5. Completed tank structure, ready for top layer of geotextile.

Step 6. Top layer of geotextile applied and the seems being duct taped to ensure they do not move during backfill.
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Step 7. Fully wrapped tank ready fro backfill.

Step 8. Backfilling the tank with coarse granular fill.
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
