	Wall Drainage - Shotcrete Application

This job was completed in early 2004 for an underground car park in Five Dock. The job required drainage behind shotcreting in order for there to be zero water seepage into the basement parking area. The 30mm x 1.2m x 1.2m wall panels were used with geotextile wrapped on both sides (this was done on site by the civil contractors by laying the cell on top of the geotextile then folding it back and stapling the ends). These panels were then fastened to the wall and the shotcreting was sprayed directly onto them.
